SCHOOL CHAPLAIN REPORT

School History 19081913

Thomas Joblingthird headmaster of school 2090, deserves greater attention. He led the school through
the critical years of the Great War in a highly positive and strongly patriotic direction. He began his career
at 19 years of age at Hollingwood in 1887, a former gataining town near Creswick, transferring later

to Gillieston, 20 Km west of Shepparton, where he married Mary Worden. In 1901, he took up the
headmaster position at Eganstown, 15 Km west of Daylesford, and then in 1908 he and Mary with four
sons (William Hedley, John, Stanley and Frank) and daughter (Bertha) moved into the residence of
Whittlesea State School. A fifth son (George) was born after this time.

My earliest newspaper reference to Thomas JoblingisfromtheE v e | y n , Erlday 28 May 1969
page 2:

o WHI TT & A& h&JRate School addresses were given by the chairman (the Rev. H. Scott
Morton), by Dr F, Day, and Mr Wilson. After saluting the flag, the children sang the National
Anthem and other songs. Mr R. G. Wilson offered the schodilack of land for experimental
work in farming. The head master, Mr Jobling, on behalf of the school, accepted the offer. In
the afternoon the school met in the recreationeserve, when a football match, Whittlesea
State School v. Morang State School, wasl ay ed . 0

In 1912, a sloyd room (craft room) was added to the existing shelter shed at a cost of £50, £25 being
raised locally with the Department matching that amount. That yeatiphtheria swept through many
regions of Australia with most victims being children. Many schools closed to halt the spread of infection.
